Acute Care Hospital Bed Capacity

Licensed bed capacity for acute care hospitals in the State of Maryland is dynamic,
calculated annuallysaa multiple of average acute care inpatient census ovenwfth period.
The Maryland Health Care Commission, in conjunction with the Health Services Cost Review
Commission, calculates the average daily census of acute care patients for each bosipéal f
12 months ending on March Bbf each year and total licensed acute care bed capacity is
established for the next fiscal year at 140%
approach yields a number of licensed beds that would bpssted at 71.47 average annual
occupancy during the Zdonth period for which average daily census is calculated.

The initial implementation of ik licensire process in 2001 resulted in a statewide
reduction in licensed acute care hitespbed capacityf 2,773 beds.However, theotal licensed
acute care bexdhave increased each yasarce the system went into effect in 200Lheannual
increasein total licensed bedBasrange from a low ofless than 19%FY 2006 a statewide
increase of 2 bedgp a high of 2.5%(FY 2005and 2008, a statewide increase of 255 beds)

From FY2005 to FY2010, the licensed inventory of MSGA beds has increased only
slightly faster than the reported number of critical care beds (6.9% for MSGA compared to 6.5%
for critical care). Thus, the proportion of total MSGA beds used to prostifical care has
remained fairly constant over this period.
